CLASSROOM PROCEDURES
LATE WORK/ABSENCES:

For the most part, I do not accept late work.  When I give a due date for a long-term assignment, I’m giving you the last day it will be accepted.  After that there is very little chance I will even look at it.  There are a few exceptions stemming from a student’s reason for not being able to complete the work.  If you feel you have a good reason for not having the work completed, you must write me a note explaining why I am receiving it late, then place it in file cabinet.  Any late work turned in without this information will not be checked.

If you were gone:

Major Quiz /Exam: One week.

**If you know you’re going to be gone (especially for a school activity), it’s your job to get the work due that day turned in before you leave and get any assignments you will miss.  Work will not be accepted late for this excuse.  

**I do not want to have conversations during class time about what you missed when you were gone.  Take care of that during QuickTime.

PAPERS:

Every time an assignment must be typed, the format will be as follows for all text (including title):

12 pt. font

Times New Roman

Double space (And only once space between everything)

1 inch margins all around

Any paper not formatted correctly will either not be accepted or will lose points.
