Response Writing: Articles

Part one: 

Summarize the article. If it’s a news/magazine article, explain the topic and what major ideas or information are given in the article. Basic who-what-when-where-why-how questions should be answered. You should also explain why this is a big enough deal to be written about. If it’s for a blog (which are generally opinion-based), explain what the author is writing about and what they have to say about the topic. What are they arguing for/against? What is their message to the audience? Your summary should be in your words, not just copying word for word what you read. The summary should also include information from the entire article, not just from the opening paragraph.

Part two: 

Comment on the article. What does this tell you about society/the world? How does this affect you or connect with you? Do you agree or disagree? Has it changed the way you think? What have you seen in your life that relates to what the article is saying? What do you think about this topic or the argument the author is making? What stands out to you about the article?

Length: 
You may type this or write this on notebook paper.

If you type it: part one and part two should each be approximately ½ page.

If you write on notebook paper: each part should be written on a separate side of the notebook paper and be approximately 2/3 page of average size writing.

You can read almost any article that you find interesting. However, it should be long enough for you to be able to write about. You article cannot be shorter than the summary you write for it.

***Always include the article itself. You will staple the article to your writing when you turn these in on the assigned due dates. Make sure you have the articles.
