Book Project 3: Essay
For your 3rd book project, you will be writing a 5-paragraph essay about your book. This essay should have an introduction, three body paragraphs, and a conclusion.

This essay will be about an argumentative statement of your choosing (thesis). Basically, you need to make an arguable statement about your book and back up that statement with specific examples from the text. It is up to you what the topic is. Some examples of arguable statements about books:

· This book does a great job of displaying the realities of love to the audience.

· The main character in this book is a motivating character.

· My book does a great job of showing the power of evil.

· The setting of this book is essential to the story.

· This book taught me important lessons about life.

· The author does a great job of going into detail about the events in this book.

· This book relates to my life in many ways.

Your arguable statement should show up in your introduction paragraph for your essay, along with a good lead, TAG (title-author-genre), and a preview of your main points.

In your three body paragraphs, you will give main points and provide several specific examples from the book that help to prove your arguable statement. In addition, you will provide in-text citations (page numbers) that explain where from your book your examples come from.

Example of in-text citation: One place in the book where the author shows Tom’s heroic qualities is when he saves his neighbor’s cat (32-40).

Your final paragraph will be a conclusion. 

This essay should be approximately 1 ½ - 2 pgs. in length and follow all course guidelines. The grading for this essay will be similar to your grading for the To Kill a Mockingbird essay.
