Guidelines: Book Projects 5-8
· You will choose which project style you want to use for your final books. Your choices include Somebody-Wanted-But-So essay, Text Reformulation, 5 paragraph essay writing, or technology project. (You can only use SWBS for fiction, though.)

· You cannot do any project style more than three total times.

· You must get each project approved by me.

· Make sure you follow the directions carefully for the project directions. You can find each of the project directions still linked to my website.

The only other project requirement is that you do a compare/contrast essay for one of your final books. This should be one of your classics. You will take what you’ve read in your classic and write an essay (approximately 2 pages) in which you discuss the similarities and differences with another classic. Compare the two, and use examples to support your statements. Some topics you might consider to discuss include the following:

· Themes

· Intended audience 

· Quality or effectiveness 

· Is one more worthy of being considered a classic than the other? 

· Conflict/plot

· Characters

· Writing style

· Use of symbolism
· Ability to relate to the real world (or display the real world)

· Setting

· Mood/tone of book

· Relevance to you/your generation

These are only some options. Compare/contrast whatever topics you find fitting for the purposes of this assignment. Make sure you compare/contrast in at least 3-4 ways.
