INDIVIDUALIZED LIT COURSE FINAL

This course is based around two quotes regarding reading that have been on the wall all year:
· Young people should read books because they provide them with “imaginative rehearsals” for the real world. They are not just reading stories; they are being given an opportunity to understand the complex world in which they live.
· "Literature makes comprehensible the myriad ways in which human beings meet the infinite possibilities that life offers." (Carol Jago)

Your course final will involve you showing what you’ve learned about the world and life through your reading this semester.

Your task:

1. You need to look over the list of all the readings you’ve done this semester and put together a list of five ideas or lessons that you’ve learned about the real world or about life in those readings. What does the literature show about the way humans behave? About what they value? About how they act? What is important in our society? What is important to know about life? What lessons can you learn from characters or authors or news stories or blog writers? How does the literature suggest you should behave to find success in the world?

2. For each of the five lessons/ideas, you need to show three separate pieces of literature that support your statement. In your support you should use 3 different books, at least one blog/online writing, and at least 3 news articles.
3. You will first put this in paper form. Type your five statements. Put each statement in bold font. Under each statement, write the titles/authors of the three texts that support that idea. For each of the texts, write approximately a paragraph explaining how that text shows you the lesson/idea.

4. During final exam week, you will present three of these ideas to the class. You will do this through some sort of visual. You can present using powerpoint, posters, a website, or another way if you get approval from me. You will have approximately 2-3 minutes to present. You will visually show the idea (with a symbolic picture and the statement itself) and describe to the class how one of your texts shows that.
5. You will also write a one page paper that must be typed. In that paper I want you to describe the most important 1-3 texts you read this semester and explain why they were important to read. This must be one page – no more, no less.

For all typed papers: Times New Roman, 12 pt. font, double space, 1 inch margins.
