Individualized Literature Project #2: Text Reformulation
Your job for the second project is to take the book that you read and recreate it as a different type of text (similar to how you did your multigenre project). Some of your options include the following:

1. Poem: Rewrite your text as a poem. It can be a narrative poem that tells the story of the text, a poem written from the perspective of a character describing what’s happened to them, or perhaps a poem from your perspective regarding the important ideas from the text. The poem should be written with great attention to detail and good poetry devices. It should be of significant length (probably 1-2 pages, depending on lines and stanzas).

2. Journal/Diary Writing: For this, you will take the perspective of one of your characters and write as if you were them in a journal. You should have at minimum three entries. You can accomplish that by either having three entries from the same character regarding their reaction to 3 separate parts of the text, or you can write about one major event from the perspective of different characters.

3. Newspaper Writing: Report the event as a newspaper would. For this I would suggest using a couple of different types of articles: news article, opinion column, feature story, etc. The number of different types of articles will depend on the length and descriptions in each.

4. Comic: Retell your text in comic book form. Should be many panels – I can’t imagine you being able to do this in less than 20 panels.

5. Children’s Book: Make your text into a children’s book, complete with pictures.

6. I’m open to other options. Just run your ideas by me.
In addition to your reformulated text, you will need to include a typed minimum one page writing explaining what you did and why you chose to do it that way. Refer specifically to your text and the elements you chose to include in your project. Why did you choose this particular format? Why did you choose the events you include? What major ideas and themes from your book does this project display? How does your project display your knowledge of the text and its meaning?
